Introduction
The Department of Medicine, in the Faculty of Health Sciences, University of Cape Town, seeks to establish a Bursary Fund for Black South African students in need of financial support for training as healthcare practitioners, clinician scientists and medical researchers focussing on the burden of disease facing South Africa. 
Baxter Healthcare seeks to commit to providing financial resources to the Baxter Healthcare Bursary Fund, under specific conditions, in advancement of transformation of the South African healthcare sector. 

Conditions of the Baxter Healthcare Bursary Fund
A	Criteria 
1. The applicants shall be Black South African citizen, as per the definition below:
“Black People” Is a generic term which means Africans, Coloureds, and Indians (a) who are citizens of the Republic of South Africa by birth or decent; or (b) who became citizens of the Republic of South Africa by naturalisation – (i) before 27 April 1994; (ii) on or after 27 April 1994 and who would have been entitled to acquire citizenship.  
PLEASE NOTE: Further conditions may be added by mutual agreement once engagement with the process proceeds. The University’s academic requirements will always, however, be applied. 
2. Applicants will apply to study in the Department of Medicine or broadly in the Faculty of Health Sciences, University of Cape Town.

3. Assessment and awarding of the applications for bursaries at whatever level of study (see below) will be at the sole discretion of the Head and Chair of Medicine at the University, advised by a selection panel. 

4. Bursary awards may be allocated for any or all of the following needs:

a. Registration and examination fees for the University and College of Medicine of South Africa 
b. Living allowance/stipend according to approved UCT scale 
c. Essential book grants
d. Essential IT equipment for distance-learning NOT provided for by the University and considered essential within the Health Science Faculty 
e. Laboratory fees for specific research-related courses
f. Equipment requirements 

B	Level of Study
Applications for Bursaries may be at undergraduate or post-graduate level for approved courses and degrees offered by the Department of Medicine and the faculty of Health Sciences. 

C	Process of funding flows 
1. Baxter Healthcare will transfer agreed amount of funds (“Agreement”) into the UCT Sundries Account (details to be provided in Agreement) to be allocated to a designated Baxter Healthcare Bursary Fund under the control of the Head and Chair of the Department of Medicine, UCT (the Fundholder) 
2. Applications will be completed and submitted to the Fundholder who (should the Application be successful, and final approval of the Funder secured) is responsible for authorising the transfer of funds to the relevant student account for the amount requested and approved. 
3. The Fundholder is responsible for providing a yearly report on the Baxter Healthcare Bursary Fund, outlining the student recipient number(s), years of study, funds and purpose requested, and successful outcomes.
